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1. Overall Description:

SA2 IMS SWG discussed the scenario in IMS Centralized Services that the UE moves between two MSC Servers enhanced for ICS. In this scenario, the source MSC Server enhanced for ICS will initiate IMS de-registration and the target MSC Server will initiate IMS registration on behalf of the UE. As the registration and de-registration can be performed in parallel according to current specification, the de-registration request may arrive at the S-CSCF after the registration is already completed. The contact address in the de-registration request is different from the current registered contact address.
SA2 IMS SWG would like CT1 to clarify if the de-registration request with a contact address no longer registered, would affect the new registration.
