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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for their work on the ANDSF and the corresponding LS sent to SA2. 
SA2 have discussed the LS and SA2 would like to confirm the understanding provided by the CT1. Furthermore SA2 would like to clarify the principles as following
1. For the first point about the types of information provided by the ANDSF to the UE, SA2 confirms that there are two types of information: information about available candidate access networks the UE can attempt to connect to, and inter-system mobility policies related to access network selection. 
2. For the second point about the frequency of updating the policies, SA2 confirms that the access network discovery information of particular geographic area and the inter-system mobility policies should be relatively stable. Frequent interaction between UE and ANDSF should be limited.
3. For the third point about the relationship between the UE’s interaction with ANDSF and handover, SA2 confirms that the UE’s interaction with the ANDSF may not immediately trigger the handover, which means the UE may store the information provided by the ANDSF for later inter-system mobility decision. And SA2 confirms that the weakening of the current radio link is not a trigger to query the ANDSF. 
And SA2 would like to inform CT1 that during the discussion at SA2#67 meeting, it has been decided that the Roaming scenario for ANDSF mechanism  is not specified in the specification of this release.
