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Abstract of the contribution: The following text is proposed for inclusion in the new TR that studies Intra-Domain Connection of RAN Nodes to Multiple CN Nodes with above-BSC/RNC deployment of NNSF.  Specifically, this material describes the load re-distribution capability when deploying the NNSF function above the BSC/RNC nodes.
Recommendation

It is recommended to insert the following text within clause 4.3 (‘Load Re-distribution’) of the ‘Intra Domain Connection of RAN Nodes to Multiple CN Nodes’ TR.

4.3
Load Re-Distribution

There are situations where a network operator will wish to remove load from one CN node in an orderly manner (e.g. to perform scheduled maintenance, or, to perform load re-distribution to avoid overload) with minimal impact to end users and/or additional load on other entities. Load re-distribution shall be performed as the procedures defined in sub-clause 4.5a.1 of 3GPP TS 23.236 [2] with the following changes:

In a third phase, the NNSF nodes are stopped to select the CN node which if off-loading both for an MS which is moving out from the CN node and for an MS which was not yet assigned to a CN node.

-
A CN node should ensure that move operations does not overload the network. NNSF nodes shall be able to handle situations where several CN nodes are off-loaded simultaneously.
