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	In Rel-8, the EPS with E-UTRAN does not support emergency calls, and the support for CSFB as defined in TS 23.272 is optional to support. A UE camping on an E-UTRAN cell may be required to support emergency calls for the user, i.e. there must be a mechanism defined on how the UE makes an emergency call while camping on an E-UTRAN cell. 
There is a lack of stage 2 requirements to support voice services including emergency calls in Rel-8. The selection of CS vs. IMS for voice is especially important to be described in Rel-8 as voice services can be supported both in the CS domain and with the IM CN Subsystem, but that GPRS and EPS does not support emergency calls. 

Some stage 3 work in the area has already been done e.g.:
· TS 24.301 has defined different mode of operations in EPS and clarified that when CS domain is not available for a UE that is configured to prefer non-EPS service i.e. CS services “A UE in CS/PS mode 1 of operation shall select GERAN or UTRAN radio access technology and proceed with appropriate MM or GMM specific procedures. The UE shall not reselect E-UTRAN radio access technology for the duration the UE is on the PLMN or an equivalent PLMN”.
· 36.304 includes the statement “if the UE supports CS voice services, the UE should select an acceptable cell of any supported RAT which provides access to the CS domain”. 


	
	

	Summary of change:
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	It is proposed that CS domain and IM CN Subsystem selection principles are added to 23.221. The principles are divided into when UE is in Limited Service Mode, configured to prefer CS domain or configured to prefer IMS for voice services.

	There will be no clear guidance on which domain a UE should select, which may cause a higher probability of failures of voice services including emergency call attempts.

CS domain and IM CN Subsystem selection principles
A UE that is configured to prefer the CS domain for voice services should select a cell of any RAT that provides access to the CS domain, i.e. if the EPS does not support CSFB the UE shall select another RAT which supports the CS domain.
A UE that is configured to prefer CS domain for voice services shall always perform emergency calls in the CS domain. If the UE is attached to EPS, the CSFB procedures shall be used to initiate the emergency call.

A UE that is configured to prefer IM CN Subsystem for voice services should access IMS services using an APN which resolves to a GW in the VPLMN.
A UE that is configured to prefer IMS domain for voice services should make emergency calls in the IM CN Subsystem. If the IM CN Subsystem rejects the emergency call and the UE is attached to the EPS via E-UTRAN, the UE shall autonomously switch to a RAT which supports the CS domain (e.g. GERAN or UTRAN) and try to make the emergency call in the CS domain.
A UE in limited service mode which is CS voice capable shall always camp on a RAT which is likely to support the CS domain, e.g. GERAN or UTRAN.
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
