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1. Overall Description:

Discussion in SA2 have raised the issue whether it is required to support PS-PS handover between 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses for emergency calls for UEs without a validated IMSI.  Two scenarios were considered:
Case-1: Handover between 3GPP and eHRPD access 

Case-2: Non-optimized handover between 3GPP and any non-3GPP access.
For Case-2, during discussion of possible solutions to support this feature, impacts to HSS have been identified where records (eg. PDN-GW ID, APN) may have to be stored based on eg IMEI instead of IMSI. For case-1 with further restriction of optimized handover, solution without such impacts to HSS were identified. Moreover, no such impacts to HSS are required to support emergency calls for a UE without a validated IMSI for handover between 3GPP accesses. 
2. Actions:

To SA1
SA2 kindly requests SA1 to provide guidance if PS-PS handover  for emergency calls for UEs without a validated IMSI need to be supported for the two cases:

Case-1: Handover between 3GPP and eHRPD access 

Case-2: Non-optimized handover between 3GPP and any non-3GPP access

SA2 also request SA1 to clarify the requirements for the following two cases of  UEs without a validated IMSI, i.e. 
(a)   UE without a UICC or

(b)  UE with an IMSI that cannot be validated. 
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
