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Abstract of the contribution:

This paper considers the several types of CSG member and the priority between them.
Discussion

Currently, the CSG and CSG ID are defined in TR 23.830 v0.2.1 are as follows;
< Section 3.1 Definitions >

Closed Subscriber Group (CSG): A Closed Subscriber Group identifies subscribers of an operator who are permitted to access one or more cells of the PLMN but which have restricted access (CSG cells).

CSG identity: An identifier broadcast by a CSG cell or cells and used by the UE to facilitate access for authorised members of the associated Closed Subscriber Group. The scope and uniqueness of the CSG identity is within one PLMN, i.e. a certain value of a CSG identity may exist in more than one PLMN.
Based on this definition, we can consider the several types of CSG member. In LGE’s understanding, there are 2 types of CSG member in the original CSG point of view.
· CSG member with permanent original CSG membership 

· CSG member with temporary CSG membership (member invited by the H(e)NB owner or the operator)
In addition, we can subdivide them in the PLMN point of view.
· CSG member with permanent original CSG membership (regardless of any PLMN)
· CSG member invited in the same PLMN (originally non-CSG member)
· CSG member invited from other PLMN (originally non-CSG member)
( We may handle inter PLMN interface according to the types of CSG member.
Also, we can categorize them in the granted time period point of view in detail.

· CSG member with permanent original CSG membership 
· CSG member with permanent original CSG membership visiting from other PLMN
· CSG member invited with temporary CSG membership in the same PLMN (originally non-CSG member)
· CSG member invited with temporary CSG membership in other PLMN (originally non-CSG member)
( We may be able to give the flexibility on guest management according to the types of CSG member. Then we can use it for the admission control and/or rate control in the H(e)NB dedicated services.
Currently we have a factor on the time period for the temporary CSG member (without original CSG membership). 
· We can implicitly use it for the priority among several types of CSG member. 
· In addition, we can consider more explicit priority factor, if needed. For example, in case of the corporate system via H(e)NB, it may be better to have any priority between the guest members. 

Proposal 

We propose to have a consideration about this issue in SA2 group before further discussion on each architectural issue. If we decide to have any priority among CSG members, we can use it for admission control and/or rate control, and so on.
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
