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Abstract of the contribution: Emergency calls shall be supported by the UE without a validated IMSI being present; however, it contains an open issue regarding to the question of how, in the case of a UE without a validated IMSI, the target access network maintains the emergency service continuity when an emergence call undergoes an inter-technology handover.

5.5.x    Key Issue 3: Support of an emergency call for a UICC-less UE during the handover between 3GPP and HRPD
5.5.x.x      Description
When a UICC-less UE is under-going an emergency call, both the optimized and non-optimized handover between 3GPP and HRPD shall be supported.
5.5.x.x      Solution
During the handover, the UE will provide UE-IP address which was assigned by P-GW before the handover to HRPD AN and HRPD AN will report UE-IP (HoA) to the PCRF in the Gateway control session . The PCRF shall use pair (UE-IP, APN) to execute the legs binding for emergency call if it is set up by UICC-less UE.
The HRPD AN shall report the UE-IP(HoA) to the P-GW in the PBU message, then the P-GW can use UE-IP address to link to the existing emergency IP-CAN session for a UICC-less UE.
NOTE: The UE reports the UE-IP (HoA) address shall be applicable to both optimize and non-optimized handover procedures.
