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1. Overall Description:

S1 documented in TS 22.101-7.12.0 that emergency call backs shall connect with the UE that made the original emergency call

TS 22.101: 10.1.3
Call-Back Requirements

Subject to local/regional regulations the network shall support a call-back from a PSAP. 
It shall be possible to supply the user’s Directory Number/MSISDN/SIP URI as the CLI to the PSAP to facilitate call-back. The CLI used on call-back shall allow the PSAP to contact the same terminal that originated the emergency call. 

NOTE: There is no specific callback requirement for CS supplementary services.

A call-back may be attempted any time after the emergency call release. In case of a UE in limited service state, call-back is not required.

S1 also documented in TS 22.228-6.11.0 that public user identities can be shared.

TS 22.228: 5
High level requirements

[..]
The following high level requirements shall be supported for IP multimedia applications:-

[..]
-
It shall be possible to support the multiple UEs associated with a single IMS service subscription. It shall be possible to share one Public User Identity between multiple UEs. It shall also be possible to identify the individual UEs with separate Public User Identities. IMS shall be able to route sessions towards the identified UE(s), e.g. based on UE capability, User preference and/or Network preferences.

S2 has determined that it can satisfy the above requirement with the existing solution for PSAPs with points of presence in a PS network or for the case where every IMS compliant UE (according to TS 23.167-7.11.0) is provisioned to use a unique E.164 number that could be used for the call back in a serving network (a Common IMS UE that performed IMS emergency registration  on its access network can include this tel URI in emergency call request). It should be noted that UEs with a USIM can only share all the public user identities or none; UEs with USIM would thus not be able to share any of their public user identities if a unique E.164 number is included in its list of public user identities.
TS 23.167: 4.2
Naming and Addressing

[..]
The implicit registration set of the Public User Identifier used for emergency registrations shall contain an associated TEL‑URI.
[..]
If a PSAP with point of presence in a CS network receives a shared public user identity when an emergency call request is received and uses it to initiate a call back, a different UE than the UE that made the emergency call can be connected (the different UEs may persistently be contacted due to e.g. caller preferences). With the introduction of Common IMS, it is more likely that shared public user identities are used. In case of e.g. a family number, contacting a person geographically remote from the incident is possible.
Question a)
It has been questioned if the existing means of callback is satisfactory and satisfy all the SA1 requirements in Release 9 where the IM CN subsystem shall support IMS emergency calls. In particular, are the limitations mentioned above acceptable?.
-
a UE with a USIM cannot share its public user identities;

-
a unique MSISDN provisioned for each terminal; and
-
the UE is required to perform an (additional) IMS emergency registration procedure prior to every emergency call. 
Question b)
is the intent of the callback requirement that the callback (if support for callback is required by regulations in the serving network) is done towards the particular UE only, or if it is acceptable that the callback is done towards the particular UE and in addition any other UE registered with the same identity in Release 9.
