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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the response LS on QCI concept interpretation. 
SA2 would like to clarify that a QCI should be considered a known QCI if both the network and the UE support them. Therefore operator-specific QCIs not defined by 23.203 shall be considered as known if both the network and the UE support them. 

Thus SA2 would also like to clarify that in a UE-initiated bearer resource request procedure, it is also allowed for the UE to request resources for a QCI out of the range [1…9].

SA2 also has discussed the two points raised by the LS from CT1 and the following was concluded:

· SA2 agrees with CT1 on point 2 (i.e. the network shall reject the request from the UE if the QCI is unknown to the network). 
· SA2 agrees with CT1 on point 1 (i.e. the UE shall map the received QCI onto one of the known values). In addition SA2 would like to clarify that the presence of a GBR value in the message from the network shall be used by the UE to detect if the unknown QCI is a non-GBR or GBR QCI.
