C.X
Special cases when the S-CSCF may be involved in emergency sessions

A P-CSCF located in the home network may recognize that it is not able to handle emergency sessions properly without the S-CSCF being involved in the session. In these cases, the E-CSCF should be co-located with the S-CSCF and the P-CSCF should be able to forward emergency sessions to the S-CSCF.  

Figure C.2 shows how emergency sessions are routed in these cases. 
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Figure C.2 Routing of emergency sessions via the S-CSCF in special cases

If the P‑CSCF recognizes that an emergency session was not received via a security associations for a previously authenticated UE, it may decide to forward it to the S-CSCF for authentication. 

Upon receiving an initial request for an emergency session from P‑CSCF, the S-CSCF should have a mean to distinguish whether to respond with a 380 or to authenticate the client.
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
