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	WLAN UE Originated Procedure (i.e. subclause 9.2.5) in I-WLAN procedure defined in TS 23.271 [5] does not specifically apply to IMS emergency services and a reference to these procedures seems unnessecary.
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If the UE has location information available, the UE shall include the location information in the request to establish an emergency session.
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B.3
Location handling for I-WLAN

Per subclause 4.3.1, if the UE has location information available, the UE shall include the location information in the request to establish an emergency session. The UE using WLAN access may use the identifier of the access node (e.g. the MAC address of the WLAN Access Point) as the Location Identifier. 
NOTE:
Subclause 9.2.5 of TS 23.271 [5] describes the Mobile Originated Location Request procedure for LoCation Services for I-WLAN.

For regions (e.g. North America) in which an interim location may be required to assist routing to the correct PSAP and/or where accurate initial and updated location information may be required, the IW-MT-LR without HLR/HSS or AAA Query procedure defined in TS 23.271 [5] is applicable.
