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Abstract of the contribution: This document discusses an open issue whether S-CSCF re-selection is needed for subscribers in unregistered state.
1. Discussion
Last meeting an editor’s note was added to section 5.4.0 questioning whether S-CSCF re-selection is also required for the unregistered state. The unregistered state is applied when a UE is not registered, but an S-CSCF is allocated. This might be either a consequence of an incoming call when the user is not registered or if the S-CSCF is keeping the user profile stored after de-registration. For the former case the re-selection is already ruled out by the requirement that users having ongoing sessions shall not be re-selected. For the latter case there is no point to re-select S-CSCF as those users do no produce any load.
Further its worth to remember the main reason for introducing S-CSCF re-selection is to keep the distance between the UE and the S-CSCF short and as such the unregistered state is not relevant. For overload situations it might be helpful to support the unregistered state, but in fact the traffic produced in that state in minor compared with an UE in registered state; so we don’t believe there is much gain to re-allocate those subscribers as well.
It is therefore proposed to delete the editor’s note and add a new requirement that S-CSCF re-selection is not required for the in unregistered state.

5.4.0
General

The following requirements need to be fulfilled by the S-CSCF reselection mechanism: 

-
It shall be possible for the operator to control the S-CSCF re-selection mechanism from the operator's management system.

-
It shall be possible for the operator to trigger the S-CSCF re-selection mechanism for a given subscriber at any given time. 

-
The S-CSCF re-selection mechanism shall have the means to force re-selection only when no on-going dialogs/subscriptions exist.
-
For unregistered users, where the S-CSCF has kept the user profile after de-registration, S-CSCF re-selection may be applied.
