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Abstract of the contribution: 
According to the requirement in TS 22.368, Time Tolerant is an MTC feature. This paper intends to introduce use case and required functionality of this key issue.
Discussion
The service requirements for the Time Tolerant MTC feature defined in TS 22.368 are as follows:
The MTC Feature Time Tolerant is intended for use with MTC Devices that can delay their data transfer. 

For the Time Tolerant MTC Feature:

-
It shall be possible for the network operator to restrict MTC Devices' access to the network or the sending of data towards MTC Devices and to dynamically limit the amount of data that the MTC Devices can transfer (Uplink and Downlink), in a specific area, for example when the network load is greater than a (pre) defined load threshold.

-
The network operator shall be capable of (pre)defining load thresholds per MTC Subscription.

-
It shall be possible for the MTC Device to determine the load of the network.
According to the requirements above, it is proposed to add the following additional text into TR 23. 888.

Use case description
MTC Devices with Time Tolerant MTC Feature can delay their data transfer. Network operators can restrict MTC Devices access to the network and limit the amount of data that the MTC Devices can transfer due to the load of the network.

Required Functionality
The following requirements can be derived from the Time Controlled MTC feature requirements specified in 3GPP TS 22.368 [2]:
-  The network shall be able to determine load thresholds for an MTC device.
-  The network shall be able to inform MTC Devices of network load status.

-
It shall be possible for the MTC Device to determine the load of the network.
-  The network shall be able to restrict the access of MTC Devices to network based on load thresholds.

-  The network shall be able to dynamically limit the amount of data in both uplink and downlink direction based on load thresholds.
