	In the current specification, UE behavior, i.e. whether to initiate the CS Fallback, is not clear in case UE decides NOT to initiated EPC-MO-LR but UE detects UE and network supports CS-MO-LR. This was left open in the previous SA2 meeting as further investigation was requested in relation to IMS Voice Domain selection.
Whether UE can perform CS Fallback depends on whether combined EPS/IMSI Attach or Combined TA/LA Update is performed and accepted based on the IMS Voice Domain selection mechanism. Therefore, the UE behaviour based on combined EPS/IMSI Attach or Combined TA/LA Update result needs to be clarified.
In addition, it is not clear wether to initiate the CS Fallback for LCS during active IMS VoIP session in E-UTRAN. This needs to be clarified as well
Similarly, it is not clear what CS Fallback procedure will be performed for MT-LR if the UE is in active IMS VoIP session. This also needs to be clarified.

<Changes in SA2#78>

It is operator policy whether to allow CS Fallback during UE is using the IMS VoIP, thus, it is not necessary to restrict the CS Fallback for the UE using IMS VoIP if other conditions for CS Fallback are satisfied.

Also, the case where the UE is only CSFB capable and no IMS VoIP capability shall be considered.
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	It is proposed to update the LCS Support Indication check for MO-LR to clarify that, in the case UE decides NOT to initiated EPC-MO-LR but UE detects UE and network supports CS-MO-LR, UE will initiate the CS Fallback if the previous combined EPS/IMSI Attach or Combined TA/LA Update is accepted with no "SMS only" indication.
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	  UE behavior of CS Fallback for MO-LR in conjunction with IMS Voice Doamin selection and IMS VoIP session is not specified and IMS VoIP call may be terminated depending on UE implemention.
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	Extended Service Request might trigger the SRVCC and that needs further consideration.

MO-LR procedure

MO-LR procedure in the CS fallback in EPS is performed as specified in TS 23.271 [8].

When the MO-LR procedure is triggered by the UE's application, UE will check the LCS Support Indication provided by the Attach and TAU procedures as specified in TS 23.401 [2]:
-
If the LCS Support Indication indicates EPC-MO-LR is supported, and if the UE supports EPC-MO-LR, the UE stays in LTE and initiates the EPC-MO-LR procedure.
-
If EPC-MO-LR is not supported by either the network or the UE, and if the LCS Support Indication indicates CS-MO-LR is supported, and the UE supports CS-MO-LR, the UE assumes CS-MO-LR is provided. In this case, if the previous combined EPS/IMSI Attach or Combined TA/LA Update is accepted with no "SMS only" indication, then the UE initiates CS Fallback to perform CS-MO-LR.

Note: Based on UE implementation, UE may avoid initiating CS-MO-LR when an IMS VoIP session is active.
-
Otherwise, the UE shall not attempt the MO-LR procedure, i.e. neither EPC-MO-LR nor CS-MO-LR with CS Fallback.
If the UE decided to initiate the CS Fallback for the LCS based on LCS Support Indication check, then, the following is applied:

-
When UE is in active mode, UE and the network follows the procedure in clause 6.2 "Mobile Originating Call in Active-Mode". After UE changes its RAT from E-UTRAN to UTRAN/GERAN, it performs CS-MO-LR procedures as specified in TS 23.271 [8].

When UE is in active mode but there's no need for PS-Handover, then UE and the network follows the procedure in clause 6.3 "Mobile Originating Call in Active Mode - No PS HO Support". After UE changes its RAT from E-UTRAN to UTRAN/GERAN, it performs CS-MO-LR procedure as specified in TS 23.271 [8].

When UE is in idle mode, UE follows the procedure in clause 6.4 "Mobile Originating Call in Idle Mode". After UE changes its RAT from E-UTRAN to UTRAN/GERAN, it performs CS-MO-LR procedure as specified in TS 23.271 [8].
