Pre-configuration based collaborative session establishment
The information flow below illustrates a scenario in which a Collaborative Session is established based on preconfigured user preferences. The user preferences are applied to the contents of the incoming session setup request in order to determine the controller and controlee UEs for the collaborative and where the media flows are directed
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Figure 6.1.3.x-1: Session handling for preconfigured collaborative session establishment
1.  User configures SCC AS user preferences for criteria for establishing collaborative sessions for incoming session establishment/modification requests.
2.  Remote UE sends session setup request offering Media-A and Media-B media.
3.  SCC AS based on user preferences determines that for this session a collaborative session should be established with UE1 acting as the controller UE and having the Media-A and UE2 as a controllee UE having media-B
4.  SCC AS sends to UE1 a session setup request offering Media-A and indicating that Media-B was also offered
5.  UE1 indicates that it accepts the session and accepts Media-A.
6. . SCC AS sends to UE2 a session setup request offering Media-B
7. . UE2 indicates that it accepts joining the collaborative session and accepts Media-B

8. .SCC AS indicates to the remote UE that the session containing both Media-A and Media-B was accepted by the called user
9. .Media-A is exchanged between remote UE and UE1
10. .Media-B is exchanged between remote UE and UE2
