Evaluation 

This technical report shows that it is feasible to support GTP on the S2b interface with minimum impacts to EPC standards and implementations. 
The study of the solution proposed in subclause 5.1 can be considered completed and no major open issues have been identified. 
This solution keeps GTP-based S2b functionally same as PMIP-based S2b. BBERF and Gxb are not required with GTP-based S2b.
For roaming scenarios where GTP-based S5/S8 are used (see subclause 5.1.4), from an operator and roaming perspective, use of a single mobility protocol (GTP) on S5/S8/S2b simplifies the network architecture, deployment and operations. Deployment of an S9 interface is not required for roaming with home routed traffic. 
In all scenarios, there are no UE impacts in comparison with PMIP-based S2b.
