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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on Possible Limitation of ‘Immediate MDT’. 

. Following is SA5’s response to the questions in the LS based on the discussions and conclusions so far.

Response to questions in LS - R2-103451
1. RAN2 Question: Consider whether there are significant limitations with the use of ‘Immediate MDT’ that would justify the introduction of the ‘Logged MDT’ approach for RRC Connected Mode measurements collection as an additional mechanism in Release 10. 

SA5 Response: SA5 has decided to reuse/extend the trace capabilities to support the collection of UE measurements for MDT. There are two locations where there could potentially be a limitation for “Immediate MDT” reporting: 

a. On the eNB for collection from number of UEs – technically SA5 does not see any limitations for triggering or collection of “Immediate MDT”. However SA5 does not address capacity or performance between the UE and eNB. 

b. From the eNB to the EM/TCE/NM:  The eNB will deliver “Immediate” and “Logged” MDT data to the EM/TCE/NM in a similar manner and mechanism will be defined in SA5 for the triggering and collection of the MDT data.  SA5 does not see any additional limitation due to “Immediate MDT” compared to “Logged MDT”. SA5 has not studied the capacity limitations for MDT triggering and collection. 

2. RAN2 Question: Provide additional information to help RAN2 understand, in general, how ‘Immediate MDT’ will be supported by the trace function e.g. with respect to UE selection and usage of trace levels. 

SA5 Response: SA5 is currently discussing how Trace function can be re-used/extended for triggering and collection of MDT. From the MDT data collection point of view SA5 does not differentiate “Immediate” versus “Logged” MDT. The details and the progress so far in SA5 is addressed in SA5’s response to LS(S5-101196/ R2-102666) on UE selection for MDT (S5-102044).
