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1. Overall Description: 
SA2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on CSG access in VPLMN (C1-102887). SA2 has received an LS (S1-102314) that informed us that SA1 agreed 
· to remove the requirements for inhibiting the Allowed CSG List for both Rel-9 and Rel-10;

· from Rel-9 onwards, a way for the HPLMN operator to block the UE from selecting a CSG that is not contained in the CSG Operator List, and this is achieved via only displaying the CSG Operator List for the PLMN;
· from Rel-10 onwards, to allow the HPLMN to instruct the VPLMN to not provide VPLMN Autonomous CSG Roaming.
SA2 has approved a set of CRs, attached, to 23.060 and 23.401 to take into account these recent requirements. 

SA2 has reviewed C6-100290 and has distinguished two aspects:

· On the requirements related to CSG access restrictions in a VPLMN, SA2 has agreed to add a parameter in the UE indicating on a per PLMN basis whether all CSGs or only CSGs contained in the Operator CSG lists shall be displayed to the user for manual selection. This parameter per PLMN is provided to the UE via OTA or OMA-DM and can be stored in the USIM or in a non volatile memory of the ME.
· On the requirements related to LIPA access restrictions in a VPLMN, the HPLMN instructs the VPLMN to not provide VPLMN Autonomous CSG Roaming, and there is no need to provide information to the UE because 
1. Appropriate checks and authorizations for LIPA connectivity are always performed by the MME/SGSN with the help of the HSS; there is no requirement for avoiding attempts from the UE;
2. Before establishing LIPA connectivity, the network has already authorized attachment to the CSG cell for the UE and all the subscriber data are already downloaded in the MME/SGSN;

3. Moreover, there are scenarios where same APN is used for both LIPA and non-LIPA connections, and whether the requested APN will result in a LIPA connection or a non-LIPA connection may be network dependent.
