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Discussion

As discussed at previous meeting, a number of options exist for vSRVCC to handle the bearer identification during the handover. Some concerns were raised at previous meeting in respect to the solutions that would mandate QCI-2 to be used. 

During the off-line discussions, it was proposed that an alternative would be to have an SRVCC indicator with the QCI, and by having that, avoid the need to use the QCI-2 for bearer identification, hence allow to use QCI=2 bearer also for other services. This paper further elaborates on the off-line proposal. 
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In short, this alternative allows the PCRF detects that the resources being establish relates to a video call, and that SRVCC can be applied for this for the user.  The PCRF includes a SRVCC indicator with the QCI-2 being reserved for the video call.  The SRVCC indicator is provided to the MME, where it is stored together with the context information. During HO, the eNode B triggers the SRVCC procedures according to “normal” Rel-8/9 procedures. The MME identifies and deactivates the bearers that have the SRVCC indicator included in the context information, and perform the vSRVCC procedures towards the MSC.  

The Stage 2 impacts are not considered as that large, but would mainly constitute adding:

Gx and potential S9 impacts to allow SRVCC indicator to the PCC/QoS rules (TS 23.203 and 29.212). 
-
TS 23.216 impact of how to handle the bearer identification in the presence of the SRVCC indicator. 
-
TS 23.401 may be impacted to include the SRVCC indicator as QoS information.
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
