Introduction
Following the presentation of the LS from SA2 to SA5 on IMS Load Balancing (S5-103144), a drafting session was held in parallel to SA5#74-OAM, to which SA2 delegates were informally invited.

Discussion
The above-mentionned LS was discussed, as well as the relevant sections of TR 23.812 v1.1.2. The current 3GPP OAM architecture was also introduced and discussed.

Conclusions
The following conclusions were reached as a result of the discussion:
-
On the reaction time that is required by the Load Balancing mechanism to be effective: a round trip in the order of 5 minutes is desirable. This is however subject to further discussion in SA2.

-
This reaction time is not feasible when the Network Management System as specified today collects performance measurements from network nodes periodically.

-
SA2 needs to agree on operator requirements in terms of problem scenarios and reaction time for load balancing.

-
After the answer to the above question, SA5 will be able to study the feasibility of enhancing the management interfaces in order to achieve SA2 requirements.
