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Discussion

The purpose of this contribution is to conclude key issue 3, choosing the Sy-based alternative solution (where PCRF initiates Sy interactions) as the preferred approach, justifying this choice by providing a brief analysis of the comparison of alternative solutions.

Conclusion
The comparison of alternatives shows that although alternative 3 does not require a new reference point, it requires a significant change to signalling flows on the first IPCAN session establishment for a subscriber in order to allow PCRF to get the counter information from the OCS. It also adds the complication of an initial policy decision in the PCRF without counter state information, followed by a potential subsequent policy decision when the counter state information is received.
Alternative 2 has the advantage of causing no increase in signalling load at the PCEF, along with the fact that it allows H-PCRF and H-OCS to communicate directly in the LBO roaming scenario, simplifying interworking in that case,
The impact of adding the new Sy reference point is therefore seen as lower than that of the other alternative solutions, both in terms of complexity and network signalling  overhead. 
The Sy based solution where PCRF initiates Sy interaction (alternative 2) shall be used to achieve the aims of the key issue.
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
