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1. Overall Description:

It was brought to the attention of SA2 that during CT4-51bis meeting (see C4-110441) CR 0362 to TS 29.328 was not agreed because of an alleged lack of architecture requirements.

SA2 understand that the purpose of the change request is to ensure that when starting an SRVCC procedure the correlation MSISDN is uniquely allocated to UEs even when such UE happens to share a common public user identity with other UEs. Such unique C-MSISDN is then made available via the Sh reference point.

SA2 would like to draw the attention of CT4 to the following point:
since in IMS it is permissible to have multiple private user identities under the same public user identity, it is necessary to be able to uniquely identify which of the UE is performing a SRVCC procedure. This has already been addressed in SA2 where the following requirements can be found.

Section 5.3.1 of TS 23.237 reads:

 "[The SCC AS] may retrieve from the HSS after third party registration the C​MSISDN bound to the IMS Private User Identity stored in the user profile in the HSS
Section 6.1.1 of TS 23.237 reads:
"The user profile contains a C‑MSISDN which is bound to the IMS Private User Identity"
It is SA2 opinion that the Stage 2 already requires that the C-MSISDN be the TS11 MSISDN a particular UE has even when the UE shares the IMS public identity with other UEs.
