6.X
HSS User Profile management function procedure
6.X.1
General
The HSS user profile management function allows the HSS to update the HSS user profile stored in the MME/SGSN. Whenever the HSS user profile is changed for a user in the HSS, and the changes affect the HSS user profile stored in the MME/SGSN and the eNB/RNC, the MME/SGSN and the eNB/RNC shall be informed about these changes by the means of the following procedure:

Insert Subscriber Data procedure, used to add or modify the HSS user profile in the MME and the eNB.

Insert Subscriber Data procedure, used to add or modify the HSS user profile in the SGSN and the RNC.
6.X.2
Insert Subscriber Data procedure with MME
The Insert Subscriber Data procedure is illustrated in Figure 6.X.2-1.

The HSS sends an Insert Subscriber Data (IMSI, SRVCC related subscription Data) message to the MME.

2.
If UE is in ECM‑CONNECTED state and the MME determined that a status of "SRVCC operation possible" indication that the MME has previously sent to the eNB needs to be updated, the MME sends an UE Context Modification request message to a connected eNB.

3. 
The eNB updates a status of "SRVCC operation possible" indication and acknowledges the UE Context Modification request message by returning an UE Context Modification response message to the MME.
 4.
The MME updates the stored Subscription Data and acknowledges the Insert Subscriber Data message by returning an Insert Subscriber Data Ack (IMSI) message to the HSS. The update result should be contained in the Ack message.
6.X.3
Insert Subscriber Data procedure with SGSN
The Insert Subscriber Data procedure is illustrated in Figure 6.X.3-1.

1.
The HSS sends an Insert Subscriber Data (IMSI, SRVCC related subscription Data) message to the SGSN.

2.
If UE is in ECM‑CONNECTED state and the SGSN determined that a status of "SRVCC operation possible" indication that the SGSN has previously sent to the RNC needs to be updated, the SGSN sends an RANAP Common ID message to a connected RNC. Then the RNC updates a status of "SRVCC operation possible" indication accordingly.

3.
The SGSN updates the stored Subscription Data and acknowledges the Insert Subscriber Data message by returning an Insert Subscriber Data Ack (IMSI) message to the HSS. The update result should be contained in the Ack message.
