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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to remove the Editor’s notes in the scope clause.

Discussion

The main OPIIS objectives are currently captured in the following two bullets of the Scope clause in TR 23.853:

· operator policies for selecting an IP interface in the UE for routing of IP flows among a choice of available interfaces in both 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses;

· system architecture for distribution of these policies to the UE.

An Editor’s note is currently appended to each of the two objectives, as follows:

Editor's note: The working assumption is that the Rel-10 ANDSF architecture is used for distribution of the operator policies defined in this TR.

Editor’s note: The wording in the first bullet needs to be re-visited after discussion on use case scenarios.

Regarding the first note, according to offline discussions and contributions submitted so far, there was no challenge of the working assumption that ANDSF is used for distribution of policies for OPIIS. It is therefore proposed to re-affirm the working assumption by simply deleting the Editor’s note. 
Regarding the second note: the OPIIS scenario #3 (agreed in SA2#85) avoids the “IP interface” terminology by referring to PDN connection or non-seamless WLAN offload, like for example in the following sentence:
The UE relies on operator policies for identifying the candidate Internet-bound flows that can be routed via PDN2 or via non-seamless WLAN offload.

As this wording seemed to be agreeable to everyone, it is proposed to re-visit the first bullet in the Scope section, as follows:
· operator policies for selecting a PDN connection, among a choice of available PDN connections, or non-seamless WLAN offload, for routing of IP flows;

It is proposed to agree the solution described previously for inclusion in the TR 23.853.

The report is intended to document the analysis of the architectural aspects to achieve these objectives in order to select a solution and include it in the relevant technical specifications.
