1 Introduction
SA concluded a day early. The only issues that arose that concern SA2 are discussed below. The highlighted points are those that will be mentioned briefly during discussion.
2 Approved Work
TR 23.839 (BBF Interworking) was sent for information and accepted (noted). Work will continue from version 1.0.0.

TR 23.854 (Enhancements for Multimedia Priority Service), TR 23.813 (Policy Solutions and Enhancements) and TR 23.975 (IPv6 Migration Guidelines) were sent for approval. These requests were approved. The version of these specifications is now 2.0.0.

All CRs sent to SA for approval were (eventually) approved except where described below. Some CRs were modified at SA befor approval.

Tips  to avoid Issues with CR submissions in SA:
· Do not update RFCs and IETF documents by default as they are replaced in the IETF. Do this only if it is shown to be necessary for 3GPP specifications.

· Do not include ‘highlighting’ in CRs – rather communicate with WGs by means of LSs if there are aspects of interest and explain this in text.

· Any ‘other comments’ referring to other specifications must also include CR numbers (not merely SA2 tdoc numbers).

· Clauses affected must be very carefully checked so as to be correct and complete. Do not use a clause containing affected subclauses. Rather always list all affected subclauses explicitly.
3 Work and Study Items

SMSMI was approved without comment. The new TR number for SMSMI is 23.863. The WID in SP‑110352 was approved.
Several SA2-approved WID/SID documents required updating at SA 52.

Tips to avoid issues with SID/WID submissions in SA
1) Always modify the WID or SID version approved at the most recent plenary.

2) Use the approved WID fields (Title, name of TRs and TSs, etc.) If in doubt, check with Maurice and Erik in advance how to fill in individual fields.

3) Start with the ‘clean version’

4) Make only changes from SA2 (not for other WGs)

5) WIDs and SIDs will be merged (from multiple WGs) at the SA plenary

6) If review is needed by the ‘Primary WG responsible’ this should be undertaken by LSs.

4 Work Planning
The “Focussing Work in Release-11” document discussed in S2-112381 was provided and presented to SA in SP-110366. The messages in this paper were 
(a) SA2 does not have enough time to complete work on all approved work and study items in the release 11 time frame,

(b) without prioritization it is not possible to identify which approved work to give adequate time to on the agenda, according to estimates, 
(c) general minor enhancements must be given priority or else this impacts the ‘correction’ process and delays the start of work on new releases.
SA will provide prioritization of Work and Study Items in SA 53 (September 2011).

SA2 has the ability to consider the inside view of WIs and SIs. Some work objectives may have been specified without assuming there would be significant contention for time. In order to make good progress in release 11, SA2 delegations have the opportunity to identify a narrower set of objectives. In this way, it is possible for more work and study items to complete, even though release 11 will represent only a subset of the objectives in the approved WID or SID.
SA requested: 

SA WG2 were asked to constrain the Scope of their work items to essential parts, in order to reduce the amount of work needed in SA WG2. The SA WG2 Chairman was then asked to revise the time estimates for the next TSG SA meeting.
It would be very beneficial if SA2 reviews each approved WI and SI (offline ideally, before the meeting) and separate their objectives into two categories: “Fundamental” and “Nice To Have.” We can estimate the time needed for each. A “Fundamental” objective is one that cannot be deferred for the WID or SID to be useful and satisfy its justificadtion. A “Nice To Have” objective is one that meets a larger range of goals: Though not desirable, it is possible to defer this objective to release 12 if necessary.

To the extent we can agree to these changes, we could revise our WIDs and SIDs and provide this as input from SA2 86 to SA 53 where prioritization will take place. It is necessary that SA delegates know as soon as possible what will be prioritized.
I will provide a revision of SP-11zzzz with the new time estimates to SA 53. A draft of this contribution is in S2-11zzzz.

Please note that the BBF-3GPP workshop has been set for the dates proposed in the BBF responds to the SA LS for 9-10 November (in San Francisco, USA). SA2 delegates should take this into consideration as it may affect their travel plans.
5 Additional Items

The SA2 presentation to the plenary will contain more statistics (in graphical form) in future.

Though MTC Monitoring is not within a high or top prioritized building block for release 11SIMTC, this CR is of interest to SA2. A new requirement was added for MTC Monitoring in 22368CR0083R2 for detecting “communication failure” as opposed to “loss of connectivity.” Discussion ensued as many questions were raised for clarification. SA1 received an action item:
SA WG1 were asked to check that the use of 'communication failure' is accurate and correct in 22.368 CR0083R2 (TD SP‑110374) and bring any necessary corrective CR to TSG SA#53.
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
