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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank the Broadband Forum for the Liaison Statements; “Liaison to 3GPP SA2 on Access Technology Parameter”, dated December, 2010. 
On the request from BBF to provide more information on the need to send the Access Technology Type parameter over S9* from BPCF to PCRF as input for making policy decisions.  SA2 would like to inform BBF that:

· The IP-CAN type identifies the Access Technology, in this case it identifies that the UE is attached through a particular type of Fixed Access Broadband Network (e.g. xPON, xDSL, Fiber, etc) 
· The IP-CAN type change is a possible trigger for a credit reauthorization from the PCEF as instructed by the OCS and described in Technical Specification 23.203, clause 6.2.1.1 and clause 6.1.3. 
· On the assigned values to the IP-CAN type and the wide range of line rates, SA2 has not identified any requirement to send additional details on the access technology type other than the information that the UE is attached through a fixed broadband network and the particular access type stated in the first bullet.
Since the reception of the S9* session establishment is an indication that the UE is attached via a BBF access but does not provide any information about the particular access technology, SA2 would like to request the BBF to send the IP-CAN type over S9* from BPCF to PCRF.
SA2 would also like to inform the Broadband Forum that in a converged policy framework, as defined in BB3, where the PCC architecture defined in 23.203 is extended to provide policy control for fixed services, the IP-CAN type is one of the inputs for a policy decision.
