Abstract of the contribution: This contribution specifies the Scope of TR for EPC enhancements to Support Interworking with Data Application Providers (MOSAP).

Proposal

It is proposed to include the following in TR 23.862.

Scope


This Technical Report describes solutions that define how mobile operators can interwork with data application providers and provide enhanced services and capabilities such as customised billing, charging, promotional services, group addressing capabilities, identity services, statistics, etc. The solutions developed will describe a framework for authentication, authorization, policy and charging for various interworking scenarios.

Solutions developed as part of this work item will cover the following different relationships between mobile operators and data application providers for both roaming and non-roaming cases when

-
mobile operator owns all the application layer entities;

-
mobile operator does not own all the application layer entities.

Updates to 3GPP functions and interfaces will be specified for solutions based on 
-
IMS;

-
EPC while using application layer protocols not defined in 3GPP.

On-going work for authentication and other aspects in other 3GPP work items will not be duplicated. It will be investigated whether changes to the core 3GPP specifications are needed and if so which ones. The work item will focus on impacts to IMS layer and EPC aspects.
Editor's note: The solutions for GSMA OneAPI and Wholesale Applications Community (WAC) will be deprioritised and may be postponed to Rel-12 depending on available time for completion of this report.
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
