Inclusion of content type in ISRP
One of the scenarios captured in the current DIDA TR 23.855 is access network selection based on content type. In the previous meeting, it was concluded that DIDA enhancements are limited to the IPFlow part of the ISRP policy. 

In order to enable access network selection based on content type, the ANDSF MO needs to have content type as a mean to identify traffic, as showed in the following figure. It is noted that this is just an example as the structure of MO is CT1 responsibility. 
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· What can be the ‘content type’ in ISRP?
As previously discussed, Internet media type included in MIME Content-Type header can be used for content type in ISRP. Internet media type in MIME Content-Type header is already standardized and it is widely adopted for many applications such as e-mail and HTTP. Moreover, Internet media type in MIME Content-Type header can be used for classifying various media types including text, audio, video, doc, and so on.

5.x    ISRP based on content type
To enable ANDSF policies based on content type, the Filter Rules include:
· Type of the content to be transferred
For example, when the UE receives an ISRP with a content type in the filter and WLAN as preferred access technology, it should route all traffic carrying contents of which type is matched with the received content type through WLAN. The content type may be one of Internet media types included in the MIME Content-Type header.
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
