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	Reason for change:
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	CT1 sent an LS to SA2 in C1-121620/S2-121939 regarding the issue of the missing definition of operator policy requirements in the single radio VCC UE on setting of SRVCC and vSRVCC capabilities in TS 23.237. The issue is that the current operator policy on the UE defined in subclause 6.4 in 23.237 which restrict or prefer a list of access network for the UE to initiate a session transfer cannot be applied on a SRVCC UE because the single radio VCC transfer is performed by the network but not the UE.

Furthemore, UE’s SRVCC capability indicates the network that UE has the required funtionality to allow the network to enforce a SRVCC session transfer. It is not an operator policy indicator. In fact, the operator policy has to be in the network but not he UE since the network is already responsible to take all factors (e.g subscription, QCI of bearer) related to SRVCC into consideration to make a SRVCC transfer decision.

	If the operator policy is deployed on the SRVCC UE and it restricts the SRVCC UE to indicate to the network that the UE is SRVCC capable, the network cannot enforce the single radio VCC transfer since it doesn’t know whether UE has the required SRVCC functionality. As a result, if the UE has generated an IMS voice over EUTRAN, when the UE moves to a place which is out of EUTRAN and is well covered by GERAN or UTRAN during the IMS voice session, the UE will experience an unnecessary call drop.

3GPP SRVCC UE is needed to perform SRVCC (see clause 3.1 for 3GPP SRVCC UE definition). The interaction between UE and E-UTRAN is described in TS 36.300 [16] and between UE and UTRAN (HSPA) is described in TS 25.331 [19].

The SRVCC UE indicates to the network that the UE is SRVCC capable when being configured for using IMS speech service supported by the home operator, e.g. the IMS Multimedia Telephony Service for bi-directional speech as described in TS 22.173 [26].
