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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS  (S2-13xxxx/C1-12xxxx). 

SA2 has discussed the issue and concluded that the current solution adopted by CT1 cannot ensure that voice centric devices receive voice services at all times when they receive a mobility management back-off timer. One example is that the UE is unreachable for CS paging when it moves out of the TAI list area.

SA2 prefers a solution that ensures the UE is always available for mobile terminated calls due to the following reasons:

·  TS 23.221 already specifies that a “A UE set to "Voice centric" shall always try to ensure that Voice service is possible.
·  It creates a confusing user experience, particularly compared 2G/3G capable phones that still receives calls while the UEs displaying 4G aren’t.

SA2 has agreed that when a voice centric CS capable UE camping on E-UTRAN receives a mobility managament back-off timer, it shall disable E-UTRAN and re-enable E-UTRAN when the back-off timer expires.
