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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has studied further the use of IPMS, and concluded that with existing specifications from Rel-10:

· the AAA server is not able to notify the UE that EPC access is not allowed in scenarios where it only wants to authorize NSWO; 
· the cases “NSWO only allowed” and “EPC access only allowed” cannot be differentiated by the UE as e.g. the NBM value would be used for both cases; therefore, the UE may activate applications that require EPC connectivity while only being granted non-seamless WLAN offload service, and vice versa.
Therefore, SA2 has agreed a CR to Rel-10 TS 23.402 which specifies that: 
· in addition to mobility type (DSMIPv6, MIPv4, NBM), IPMS shall indicate whether EPC access is allowed or not for the UE, and 
· the network shall indicate whether NSWO is allowed or not for the UE independently from IPMS. 
The two concepts IPMS and NSWO should remain separated because a UE can be authorized by the AAA server for EPC only, NSWO only, or both EPC and NSWO.
