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	As defined in BBF WT 203 R-63, the interworking solution should be able to generate separate accouting records for the EPC-routed and NSWO traffic .
And also as described in subclause 4.1 of TS 23.139, if both EPC routed and NSWO are simultaneously supported for an UE, accounting records sent by BBF over SWa/STa shall be distinguished for for EPC routed traffic from NSWO traffic via the accounting capabiliteis supported by Fixed Broadband Access.

Today the functionality of the 3GPP AAA/Proxy does not support the separate charging for EPC-routed and NSWO traffic. Hence, 3GPP AAA/Proxy shall be enhanced according to the requirement of BBF.

In order to support offline and online charging for EPC-routed and NSWO traffic in Broadband Fixed Access network, the 3GPP AAA Server is enhanced to exchange accounting messages with 3GPP AAA proxy in roaming scenario or with BBF AAA proxy in non-roaming scenario.  The 3GPP AAA Server reports per-user charging/accounting information about EPC-routed or NSWO traffic to the HPLMN Charging System.  Distinct information shall be provided if the charging are for both EPC routed and NSWO traffic.

The 3GPP AAA Proxy is within the 3GPP network. The 3GPP AAA Proxy is defined in TS 23.402 [3] and TS 29.273 [25].
In order to support offline and online charging for EPC-routed and NSWO traffic in Broadband Fixed Access network, the 3GPP AAA Proxy in VPLMN is enhanced to relay accounting data received from the BBF AAA Proxy in fixed domain to the 3GPP AAA Server in HPLMN. The 3GPP AAA Proxy is further enhanced to report per-user charging/accounting information to the VPLMN Charging System in the case of inter-operator settlement for roaming users.   Distinct information shall be provided if the charging are for both EPC routed and NSWO traffic.
