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1 Introduction

There is a fundamental question in Proximity Services: What kinds of information are used during the ProSe Discovery procedure? Depending on usage scenarios, it may be different case by case. However, to identify SA2 Prose Discovery scope and network impact, there needs to be common understanding within SA2.This contribution proposes to include “ProSe Discovery Contents” as a key issue.
2 Proposal
It is proposed to make the following change to 23.703.

Key issue #x: ProSe Discovery Contents
5.X.1. General Description
Stage 1 requirements refer to ProSe Discovery information. In 22.278, clause 9.4: 

“The system shall ensure the authenticity of the ProSe Discovery information used by an application that is authorised by the operator and the user.”

“The EPS shall be able to restrict ProSe Discovery information to the ProSe-enabled UEs and applications that have been authorised by the users and operator.”

It is FFS what is this ProSe Discovery information used by an application and ProSe-enabled UEs that are authorised, as required above.
In 22.278, clause 7A.1, ProSe Discovery is defined as:

“A discovering ProSe-enabled UE shall be able to determine whether or not another ProSe-enabled UE is of interest to it. A ProSe-enabled UE is of interest to a discovering ProSe-enabled UE if its proximity needs to be known by one or more authorised applications on the discovering ProSe-enabled UE.”

“Subject to user and operator settings, a ProSe-enabled UE shall be able to be discoverable only by other ProSe-enabled UEs in proximity that are explicitly permitted by the discoverable ProSe-enabled UE.”

It is FFS what is meant by “a ProSe-enabled UE shall be able to be discoverable”, i.e which layer of the ProSe-enabled UE shall generate and interpret the discovery information. 
It is FFS whether the Discovery information may include service access point information, to enable communication between ProSe-enabled UEs.
It is FFS how a discovering ProSe-enabled UE determines that another ProSe-enabled UE is of interest to it.
