	TS 23.167 asserts that Non UE detectable emergency calls when PS domain is used cannot be subjected to SRVCC or SRVCC for IMS emergency session support.  However when the P-CSCF receives an unknown emergency call it can inform PCC that an emergency call has been made.  PCC can then inform the PDN-GW that the ARP associated with the call should be an emergency type.  The PDN-GW subsequently then informs the MME.  The MME may accept or reject this ARP notification.

If the notification is successful the P-CSCF can inform the UE via a response message that the call is an emergency session.

If the notification is unsuccessful then P-CSCF may either reject the call or still send back an indication to the UE that the call is an emergency one. In the later instance the bearer in the EPC would be marked as a non emergency one.

Handling of PDN Connections for Emergency Bearer Services

The default and dedicated EPS bearers of a PDN Connection associated with the emergency APN shall be dedicated for IMS emergency sessions and shall not allow any other type of traffic. The emergency bearer contexts shall not be changed to non-emergency bearer contexts, however a non emergercy bearer context may have an ARP reserved for emergency services assigned to it. The PDN GW shall block any traffic that is not from or to addresses of network entities (e.g. P-CSCF) providing IMS emergency service. Dynamic PCC shall be deployed in order to support IMS emergency sessions, the procedures are as described in TS 23.203 [6]. If there is already an emergency PDN GW connection, the UE shall not request another emergency PDN Connection. The MME shall reject any additional emergency PDN Connection requests. The UE shall not request any bearer resource modification for the emergency PDN connection. The PDN GW shall reject any UE requested bearer resource modification that is for the emergency PDN Connection. The ARP reserved for emergency bearer service shall only be assigned to IMS sessions that have been identified for an emergency services.
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
