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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes HANDSF instruction for V-ANDSF Selection.
Discussion

As described in Key Issue #6, the UE may be connected to two different VPLMNs simultaneously, one in 3GPP access and one in WLAN access. For these scenarios the UE may potentially receive policies from two V-ANDSF servers, one in each VPLMN. It is not clear which V-ANDSF, if any, shall be used for the policy information or if one of the V-ANDSF servers has precedence over the other one. 
Solution #2 covers the scenarios when UE connects to the same VPLMN or not in the different access. When UE connects to the same VPLMN in the different access, it is suggested that UE can use V-ANDSF policy. While when UE connects to the different VPLMN in the different access, it is suggested that the UE cannot use V-ANDSF policy and implicitly indicates that the UE could use H-ANDSF policy.
However, as described in Solution #2, there is a FFS to be solved. In case the UE is connected to multiple V-PLMNs via different 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses, it is FFS whether there are cases when the UE may choose to use policies from one or both V-ANDSF servers.
Proposal

It’s proposed to add the following solution to address Key Issue #6 and supplement Solution #2:

Description
This solution addresses some FFS in solution for Key Issue 6. In this solution:
It is proposed to enhance UE and H-ANDSF. UE can enquire H-ANDSF which V-ANDSF it should select.
When UE connects to multiple PLMNs in each access, UE sends the V-ANDSF selection request message to H-ANDSF, with the parameters such as each PLMN-ID and its corresponding access technology. 
H-ANDSF replies to UE the V-ANDSF selection acknowledge message, with the parameter such as V-ANDSF-SN or V-ANDSF IP address. For example, H-ANDSF may consider the V-ANDSF in 3GPP system has the higher priority and indicate to UE the V-ANDSF in 3GPP system could be selected.
