Key Issue #X: Direct Communication Bearer Activation

5.X.1
General description
The Direct communication bearer is established between two UEs to transfer data flow directly without through the RAN and EPC network. The Direct communication bearer is established when the two UEs are in proximity of each other and the E-UTRAN resources are applied to the direct communication. A UE can keep different direct communication bearers to different UEs concurrently. The direct communication bearer is able to be established when the two UEs are in coverage or out of coverage. If the UEs are in coverage, the establishment of direct communication bearer shall be controlled by the network.
For direct communication bearer, the following assumptions shall be applied:

· The EPS bearer concept is also applied for direct communication bearer.
· The direct communication bearer is able to provide the same QoS compared to the EPS bearer.
The following aspects shall be considered to establish a direct communication bearer:
· What are the criteria to decide to establish a direct communication bearer?
· Which network entity determines to establish a direct communication bearer between two UEs in proximity of each other?
· Which network entity determines to allocate the resources for the direct communication bearer?
· How to perform the direct communication bearer activation procedure?

Key Issue #Y: Direct Communication Bearer Deactivation

General description
The Direct communication bearer deactivation procedure is used to deactivate the direct communication bearer between two UEs. This procedure may happen when the two UEs are not in proximity of each other or the data session is terminated between two UEs. The direct communication bearer deactivation shall not impact the other activated bearers between two UEs. The direct communication bearer deactivation procedure may be performed when the two UEs are in coverage or out of coverage. If the UEs are in coverage, the network shall be informed that the direct communication bearer is deactivated.
The following aspects shall be considered to deactivate a direct communication bearer:
· When to deactivate a direct communication bearer?

· Which entity decides to deactivate the direct communication bearer?

· How to perform the direct communication bearer deactivation procedure?

· How to inform the network that the direct communication bearer should be deactivated?
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
