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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes an IMS based solution for GCSE.
Discussion:
Group communication is a typical “one to many” real time communication. IMS provides the support of different media, e.g. voice and video and also provides conferencing as a feature including different ways of setting up a conference, joining and leaving from conference members. Since GCSE participants may belong to different operators (police to operator A and ambulance to operator B), it may be required that the MRFC/MRFP is serving only the participants from its own operator, since the resolution of group member may be subject to each operator or public safety organization. 
The following figure shows the standard architecture for IMS conferencing using MRFC/MRFP in the two operator scenario:
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The GCSE AS and the MRFC provide the functionality of group member resolution (may be based on subscription), floor control, media control etc. and may have the role of a conference participant towards the GCSE AS of another operator network. 
Proposal: 

It is proposed to discuss this alternative IMS based architecture model and to include it in the corresponding section of the GCSE TR 23.xyz.
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
