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Abstract of the contribution: It is proposed to include a new key issue for addressing ProSe Configuration and Capability Handling.
Discussion
In TS 22.278, there includes the stage 1 requirements for Proximity Service (ProSe) in EPS, public safety, and ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication. Accordingly, it is proposed to consider the following three aspects in stage 2:

1. The ProSe capability information exchange between the network and the ProSe-enabled UE

2. The ProSe configuration information to be configured on a ProSe-enabled UE 
3. The authorization for the ProSe request from a ProSe-enabled UE with specific configured information per subscription and/or per application. 
       The examples of stage 1 requirements about authorization are as follows: 
The operator shall be able to authorise per subscription the maximum range class ProSe Discovery is allowed to use.

The ProSe Discovery process shall enable authorised applications to request and to use a certain range class when discovering other UEs.

The ProSe Discovery process shall enable authorised applications to request and to use a certain range class when the UE is being discovered by other UEs.
ProSe shall support the simultaneous operation of a large number of applications on a ProSe-enabled UE, ensuring that the 3GPP system provides ProSe Discovery proximity information only to applications that were authorised by the 3GPP operator.
4. The additional ProSe capability features in support of public safety and ProSe-assisted WLAN communication 
Proposal
It is proposed to include the proposed stage 2 requirements in TR 23.703.

Key Issue #X: Configuration and Capability Handling for ProSe
When a prose-enabled UE requests ProSe service (e.g. ProSe discovery/ProSe communication), the network in HPLMN or VPLMN needs to check if the UE and the application(s) on the UE is authorized to make the request for utilizing the ProSe service per UE’s subscription and/or per applications.
According to the ProSe requirements specified in TS 22.278, this key issue shall cover the following aspects:

General ProSe:

· What are the new features required for UE/network entities in EPS for supporting ProSe discovery, E-UTRA ProSe Communication, ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication and Public Safety? 

· How do the network and the UE exchange the support of ProSe capability?

· How is the UE with ProSe capability configured with ProSe capability feature?
· What is the configuration information (ProSe capability feature) required for a ProSe-enabled UE to be specified under SA2 domain?

· How does the network authorize the ProSe request from the ProSe-enabled UE?

Public Safety:

· What is the configuration information (ProSe capability features) required for a ProSe-enabled public safety UE to be specified under SA2 domain?

· How does the network authorize a ProSe-enabled public safety UE for Public Safety service in or out of E-UTRAN coverage?

ProSe-assisted WLAN communication:

· What is the configuration information required for a ProSe-enabled UE with WLAN capability to use ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication?

· How does the network authorize the request for WLAN direct communication from the ProSe-enabled UE with WLAN capability?
