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	TS 23.167 asserts that Non UE detectable emergency calls when PS domain is used cannot be subjected to SRVCC or SRVCC for IMS emergency session support.  However when the P-CSCF receives an unknown emergency call it can inform PCC that an emergency call has been made.  PCC can then inform the PDN-GW that the ARP associated with the call should be an emergency type.  The PDN-GW subsequently then informs the MME.  The MME may accept or reject this ARP notification.
If the notification is successful the P-CSCF can inform the UE via a response message that the call is an emergency session.

If the notification is unsuccessful then P-CSCF may either reject the call or still send back an indication to the UE that the call is an emergency one. In the later instance the bearer in the EPC would be marked as a non emergency one.

High Level Procedures for IMS emergency calls

For the high level procedures (as described in clause 7.1.1) the following statements apply for UE detected emergency calls when PS domain with UTRAN and E-UTRAN access is used:

-
the bearer registration to the IP-CAN is the PS attach procedure;

-
the IP-CAN bearer resource is the PDP context for GPRS and EPS Bearer for EPS, and the TS 23.060 [2] and the TS 23.401 [28] respectively describe how to indicate that the request is for emergency;

-
the release of reserved bearer resources is the release of a PDP context or an EPS Bearer.

For the high level procedures (as described in clause 7.1.2) the following statements apply for Non UE detectable emergency calls when PS domain with UTRAN and E-UTRAN access is used:

-
The P-CSCF rejects the session initiation request with an indication that this is an emergency session; or

-
the P-CSCF:
a)
allows the session initiation request to continue and the E-CSCF informs the UE that it is an emergency session; and 
b)
informs the PCRF that the session is an emergency session. The PCRF updates the PDN-GW that the session in an emergency session. The PDN-GW notifies the MME, via procedures as described in TS 23.401 [28] that the ARP value indicate that the bearer is to be used for an emergency calls. If the indication notification is:

1)
successful, the MME can apply SRVCC or SRVCC for IMS emergency session to the emergency call; or
2)
unsuccessful, such a session will not use emergency PDN connections and will not have SRVCC or SRVCC for IMS emergency session support.
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
