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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA5 for their LS on PCC for convergence (P4C-F).
SA2 would like to confirm that for both flow based and application based charging as defined in the 3GPP TS 23.203:
· charging information is part of the PCC/ADC Rules and the IP-CAN/TDF session information provisioned over Gx/Sd and

· the trigger for the charging session in the PCEF/TDF is that at least one PCC/ADC Rule with charging parameters is installed, while the charging method is either online or offline.
SA2 would like to confirm that in existing 3GPP local breakout roaming procedures defined in the TS 23.203, the H-PCRF provides PCC Rules to the V-PCRF. It is then up to V-PCRF to decide, depending on whether TDF or PCEF enhanced with ADC is deployed in the visited network, to either send PCC Rules to the PCEF enhanced with ADC or translate them to ADC Rules and then send ADC Rules to the TDF. Therefore, SA2 don't see any issue in this scenario.

The above behaviour is not specific to Fixed Broadband Access scenario, but general for scenario with TDF deployment in V-PLMN.
