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Dear Colleagues,

Please find below an update on the status of our deliverables from the IETF.  Salient points for some of the more active drafts are discussed.  The status of all drafts of which I am aware can be found in the updated version of the dependency table (attached).

Rel 5 drafts which have been approved by the IESG since last update:  mmusic-fid, rap-rsvp-authsession, sip-message, sip-sipfrag, sipping-3gpp-p-headers.

Rel 5 drafts which are LIKELY to have IESG approval by TSG#18: 

dhc-dhcpv6 and sip-dhcpv6: These should be ready for approval as soon as the final editoral changes are made.  IESG approval expected by Nov. 28, 2002.

sip-refer, sip-svcrtdisco, sipping-3pcc, sipping-reg-event, sipping-sigcomp-sip-dictionary: These should be IESG approved by Nov. 28, 2002.  ietf-sip-compression might also make Nov. 28, 2002, but it is unclear if this is a Rel 5 dependency.

mmusic-reservation-flows (replacement of mmusic-separate-streams with new semantics): A rapid WGLC will be done followed by IETF LC. This should be IESG approved by Nov. 28, 2002.

sip-sec-agree: The security review was positive.  Due to scoping changes it will have another IETF last call, but no problems are expected.  This should be IESG approved by Nov. 28, 2002.

aaa-diameter and loughney-aaa-cc-3gpp.  Loughney-aaa-cc-3gpp specifies an exception to the diameter base instructing IANA to allocate us permanent command codes for Release 5.  The drafts will progress together and should be IESG approved by Nov. 28, 2002.

Rel 5 drafts which are UNLIKELY to be stable (IESG approved) by TSG#18.  Workarounds should be considered for these: aaa-diameter-nasreq, mmusic-sdp-new, hakala-diameter-credit-control, arkko-map-doi, ipv6-dns-discovery.

For Release 6 it is LIKELY that the following drafts will progress to WG items:  hakala-diameter-credit-control and johansson-aaa-diameter-mm-app.  We should endeavor to maintain as much backwards compatibility with these and the release 5 variant so that we can reference these new specs in Rel 6.

The presence and IM dependencies for Release 6 need focus if they are to meet our deadlines.  Many of these have passed WGLC, but IETF last call has not yet been issued.

The revised goal with the current push is to have the drafts reach technical stability by TSG#18.  The IETF is reluctant to pre-allocate RFC numbers again.  The RFC editors have a considerable backlog and priority will be given to those drafts which have already been allocated RFC#'s.  For the time being, I recommend that we continue to reference the drafts. The references can be corrected as they become available.

Although, it may seem that the IETF is being slow, please be aware that many members of the IETF are working extremely hard to overcome inertia within the IETF and to be responsive to our needs.
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
