The structure of the MIKEY message carrying a MTK key is depicted in Figure 6.7. The actual key that is delivered is kept in the KEMAC payload. The EXT payload has format as described in clause 6.4.4. If MTK is to be used for streaming protection, then a 112 bit salt shall be added to the KEMAC payload in addition to the MTK.
