1
Introduction

During the joint workshop several security related topics were discussed. As a working principle it was endorsed (TD-35):

The principle to have a single set of IMS core specifications and that TISPAN refers to intermediate 3GPP R7 version of IMS specifications for R1 and that TISPAN will only document deltas to IMS in the extraordinary case that 3GPP refuses to approve TISPAN required CRs.

The workshop itself did not make any security related decisions, but was referring for this kind of discussion to the TISPAN WG7 Security.

Discussions

2.1 IMS Extension WID (TD-22)

TISPAN WG7 Interim meeting should send a LS to SA3 WG7 to send a summary of NGN/IMS R1 working assumptions and requirements (covering requirements from all TISPAN WGs, e.g. WG1 and WG2) and ask them to start working on IMS security extensions.

The discussion proosed to keep the mainenance of IMS core security specifications in 3GPP. 

2.2 Work Split between 3GPP and SA3 (TD-21r)

This item did not cause larger discussion, it was advised to carry work on a reply to SA3 in the WG7 mailing list. This was started on the 6. April. 

2.3 Usage of UICC in TISPAN (TD-25, TD-26) 

These items caused larger discussion. Several opinions pointed out the need to support a large range of services and devices and that TISPAN deliberation is required.
3 Conclusion   

The work on IMS extensions should go ahead. Companies participating in TISPAN and 3GPP should drive the technical work. The need for further and closer corporation in the security area was recognized. For further work on TISPAN related security aspects we should have a place holder to cover incoming requirements and TISPAN needs.
