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1 Discussion

During the last SA3#37 meeting a WID description on possible GAA enhancements was presented. An e-mail discussion on this issue has been triggered on the 22nd of March.  SA3 wanted to clarify the details and the evolvement for the suggested enhancements. Some examples of possible enhancements were included in the WID and the status of those is as follows:

· HTTP-based Zn Reference Point 

The feedback from last SA3 meeting suggested that this is a CT4 item and not for SA3 to decide. A discussion paper (CT-050586) has been submitted to CT4.

· Usage of GBA in broadcast scenarios 

There are ongoing activities e.g. in DVB-H and OMA BCAST that should be taken into account. This is a possible topic for discussion at the OMA BCAST workshop with 3GPP, 3GPP2 and DVB-H on 24 May.

· Split terminal use case 

This usage relates to the TISPAN NGN scenario, where a PC hosts a NAF client application and the UE hosts the bootstrapping client application (see TISPAN NGN 05TD175). TISPAN has not yet finalized their requirements on this issue. 

· Usage of GAA in WLAN 

The possibility to use GAA in WLAN relates to some ongoing discussion in TISPAN. Therefore any detailed contribution would create the risk of conflicting work (see TISPAN NGN 05TD175 section 2.3).
During the SA3#37 meeting also some contributions were made on other possible GAA enhancements:

· GBA Optimization for GBA (S3-050079)

It might be revised and submitted again.
· GBA User Security Setting (GUSS) transfer optimization (S3-050056)

S3-050056 was revised and will be submitted again for R7 to SA3#38. Hence would fall under such a WID.
· Clarify GBA requirements for HTTPS supporting application at Ua reference point (S3-050103)
S3-050103 targets primarily R6 and might fall under such a WID, even if it goes into R7.

The discussion on possible GAA enhancements depends on ongoing activities and decisions. Several companies expressed interest in supporting the WID, but would like to see the further development on the mentioned topics first. Therefore the clear need and details for such a WID is still under discussion and should be continued.
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
