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1 Introduction

The Back-off parameters specify how long the UE shall wait before sending an MSK request. This mechanism is used to prevent overloading of the BM-SC when it can be expected that many UEs will request a particular MSK simultaneously. Currently the back-off parameters are specified on a per MSK basis. This will lead to undefined behavior of the UE when it requests more than one MSK at the same time and those MSKs have different back-off parameters.

2 Conclusion and Proposal

To circumvent this problem it is proposed that the back-off parameters are specified on a per MBMS User Service basis instead (as implemented in the accompanying CR). In the rare cases where two MBMS User Services share the same MSK, and those two User Services have different back-off parameters, the UE can choose any of them. 

It can be argued that the UE can chose any of the back-off parameters also when they are specified on a per MSK basis, but the proposed solution saves space in the User Service Description, and will only leave the UE with a choice in rare cases.

The accompanying CR also removes a reference to a procedure (initiation of key management), which no longer exists. The procedure is mentioned as one place where MSK requests are made. The procedure was previously replaced by the MBMS User Service Registration procedure.
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
