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1. Introduction

SA3 was asked by CT4 (C4-050847) to collect requirements for a HTTP based Zn reference point. OMA LOC send an LS to CT4 (cc SA3) “Response to LS: 3GPP Requirements for HTTP based Zn interface support between the Network Application Function and the Boot Strapping Function” where they ask CT4 to respond with information regarding the decision to enable Zn interface over HTTP and if applicable with a rough time estimate on the completion of the specification work. Therefore, SA3 outlines in this LS the guidelines to provide stage 2 information to enable the start of the stage 3 work on a HTTP based Zn reference point.

2. Guidelines for HTTP based Zn reference point

SA3#41 discussed the requirements for a Zn reference point using HTTP protocol and decided that there were no reasons to deviate from the TS 33.220 requirements on which the DIAMETER based Zn reference point has been developed. The requirements stated in TS 33.220 for the Zn interface are that generic, that they can be applied directly also to an HTTP based implementation (according to RFC 2616) of the Zn reference point without impacting the Ua and Ub reference points.

The discussion prompted that following change will be required for TS 33.220 in relation to the Zn’ reference point: The DIAMETER proxy needs to be renamed when introducing the HTTP protocol.
