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6.3 Coexistence of TISPAN-aware and legacy CSCFs 
There are two solutions to the issue described in section 5.1:

· Configuration-based solution

· Protocol-based solution

These two solutions are complementary.
Configuration-based solution:
The S-CSCF shall be configured in such a way that it knows which P-CSCFs can be trusted to handle the “P-Access-Network-Info” header correctly, according to section 6.1. The S-CSCF knows the P-CSCF which forwarded the registration request from the Via header. 

Protocol-based solution:
A P-Access-Network-Info -aware P-CSCF shall include indication about its capability to handle the “P-Access-Network-Info” header correctly, according to section 6.1, in the already existing mandatory P-Visited-Network-ID header field.  This P-Visited-Network-ID header field is always generated by both the P-Access-Network-Info -aware P-CSCF and the P-Access-Network-Info-not-aware P-CSCF, and could not have been inserted by a UE in the registration request. 
The S-CSCF shall trust the “P-Access-Network-Info” header only if the corresponding capability indication was received from the P-CSCF in the P-Visited-Network-ID header field 
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
