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Action requested:

Please provide your feedback on the proposal below and keep us informed on your planned further steps in the area of aligning these two work-items.

In this liaison we are pleased to inform you on the progress made by WG7 in the area of prevention of unsolicited communications (aka “SPAM”). 

WG7 recognized the start of a new WI within 3GPP dealing with protection against “SMS and MMS SPAM; Study of Different SPAM Protection Mechanisms (Release 8)” in Tallin this month. TISPAN WG7 is working on a similar topic in WI07025 “Feasibility study of prevention of unsolicited communications in the NGN”

To avoid duplication of work WG7 proposes an alignment of the work in these two standardization bodies.

· WG7 proposes to clarify the scope of both WIs. 
TISPAN defines unsolicited communication in a broader sense and is more focused on the whole communication whereas we understand that 3GPP work is mainly focused on message SPAM, so called “one-way” SPAM.

· WG7 proposes that 3GPP SA3 and TISPAN WG7 align their scopes according to the common-IMS work-split.

· WG7 proposes to keep the general study of unsolicited communication within TISPAN on a high-level consistent with the regulatory environment.

· The architectural study should be split such that the non common-IMS architecture work remains in TISPAN and the common-IMS architectural work moves to 3GPP.
