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Dear SA3,

I am pleased to report that no major drawbacks were encountered with SA3 input at the SA#36 plenary meeting in Busan, South Korea, 4-7 June 2007. The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All except one of our proposed CR’s were approved and only two had to be modified. Our Rel-7 CR against 33.102 “Security for PS emergency sessions” (S3-070397) was rejected because the whole feature was pulled out from Release 7 after lively discussion and indicative show-of-hands. There was nothing wrong with our CR text as such, and probably we should submit similar change for Release 8 later. About the CR’s that had to be modified: unfortunately, we still had agreed CR’s done against wrong baseline. We were able to spot this problem with Maurice before the meeting but we failed to fully correct these CR’s before the SA meeting. This was mainly due to the fact that it was not straight-forward to interpret how the change should be interpreted when using the correct baseline. The CR’s in question were both against 33.234: “Support of IMS emergency call over I-WLAN” (S3-070406) and “Support of IMS emergency call over I-WLAN for UICC-less case” (S3-070407). The final versions can be found in SP-070339 (for S3-070407) and in SP-070467 (for S3-070406). Please, double-check that the final outcome is what we intended, otherwise we need to prepare further corrective CR’s.
2. There were some follow-up discussion and LS’s on the topic of Interface for GBA usage with HLR (see our LS S3-070452). The reply LS from CT plenary can be found in SP-070438 and further reply LS from SA can be found in SP-070484. As an end result our CR (S3-070453) was approved as is, while CT4 CR was sent back to CT4 for revision.
3. Our second LS about “MBMS security capabilities announcement” (S3-070493) was also treated favourably and an exception was granted for us (and SA4) to still submit Rel-6 CR’s on this matter. SA4 officials pointed out (off-line) to me that they were puzzled with the following text in our LS: “The hope of SA3 is that SA4 could implement the required changes to their TS 23.246 at their SA4#45 meeting in September”. Indeed, TS 23.246 is not under responsibility of SA4 (but, instead, under SA2). I told SA4 officials that we actually meant to refer to the TS 26.346. Please, double-check that this is the case.  
4. The TS 33.259 on “Key establishment between a UICC Hosting Device and a Remote Device” and the TR 33.803 “Coexistence between TISPAN and 3GPP authentication schemes” were approved, and they are now under change control.
5. Our proposed WID, “Security Enhancements for IMS” (S3-070462) was approved. Alcatel-Lucent and Telecom Italia were added as supporting companies of this WI (see SP-070496 for final version).
6. In the SAE/LTE area, there were lots of general-level discussions, mainly related to non-3GPP accesses. As an example of a concrete output, a SA1 CR was approved for “Requirements for service continuity between 3GPP system and WiMAX” (SP-070483). Specifically for our work on SAE/LTE, there was a request to consider improving the title of our draft TS about “Security aspects of non-3GPP accesses” to avoid the impression that we aim to specify new security mechanisms for non-3GPP access technologies themselves.      
7. The endorsed way forward with Common IMS can be found in SP-070411. On the organizational front, the old “mobile-specific” SA1 is closed and a new “generic” SA1 is created. Endorsed timelines and more concrete next steps can be found in SP-070412. An LS was sent to TISPAN in SP-070485, while SP-070486 contains an LS to other relevant groups. The overall target timeline for transferring stage 2 work (together with security, O&M and charging work) is next September while, for the stage 3 transfer, the target timeline is next December. More specifically for SA3, it was agreed that we should directly communicate with the necessary TISPAN and CableLabs groups in order to get early transfer of the work concerning HTTP Digest.
8. SA granted permission to arrange our yearly AKA-related status meeting with TR-45 AHAG by email correspondence instead of face-to-face.
9. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

· It was reported that new text had been agreed on security risks and encryption/authentication on draft TR about “incorporation of non 3GPP networks selection”;
· A revised study item WID on “Requirements for seamless roaming and service continuity between mobile and WLAN networks” was approved (SP-070379) but SA1 was tasked to further clarify the “Security aspects”;
· Two studies, TR 22.942 “Value Added Services for SMS” (SP-070377) and TR 22.968 “Public Warning System (PWS)” (SP-070372), were submitted for information. Both contain a couple of lines about security;
10. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

· SA2 has replaced terms “SAE” and “LTE” by “EPS” (Evolved Packet System), “EPC” (Evolved Packet Core), and “E-UTRAN” in their TS’s. They expect other groups, including SA3, to do similar change. The terms “SAE” and “LTE” are still used for progress tracking, work plan and other process related purposes; 
· Two new WIDs, “System enhancements for interconnection interfaces between two IMS networks (IMS-NNI)” (SP-070490) and “IMS System enhancements for corporate network access” (SP-070495), were approved, both with the following text: “Security aspects impacting 3GPP security architecture and mechanisms within the scope of this Work Item have to be analyzed by SA3”.
· A new SA2 study item WID was approved for “Multimedia Session Continuity” (SP-070400) with 5 lines of text in the section “Security aspects”, another new study WID with non-empty “Security aspects” section was “CS Domain Services over evolved PS access” (SP-070401);
· TR 23.892 “IP Multimedia System (IMS) centralized services” on which we already had one LS in our last meeting, was submitted for information (SP-070421);
11. Issues of interest in GERAN area:
· It was reported that a review is needed to determine if any changes are needed to the GERAN specifications due to the introduction of UEA2/UIA2 and the inferred algorithm change at inter RAT Handover.
12. Issues of interest in TISPAN: 
· The full list of TISPAN work items under study for possible transfer to 3GPP can be found in (an attachment to) SP-070425;

· Compact report of TISPAN progress can be found in SP-070460, slide 18. It contains also a distilled list of TISPAN WG7 work under consideration for possible transfer to us. 

13. SA has now frozen the Release 7 specifications (but there are still some exceptions possible, e.g. as explained above). This means only CR’s in categories “A” and “F” are allowed. The target for freezing stage 1 of Release 8 is December 2007.
14. Last but not least, MCC announced that Mr. Dionisio Zumerle begins to support SA3 starting from Montreal meeting in July. Among other duties, he has supported ETSI Lawful interception group in the past.
