Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].




Ambient Listening: A call, initiated by an authorized, potentially remote, MCPTT User, which results in no transmission indication on the MCPTT UE.
Broadcast Group Call: A group call where the initiating MCPTT User expects no response from the other MCPTT Users, so that when his transmission is complete, so is the call.
Floor control: An arbitration system in an MCPTT Service that determines who has the authority to transmit (talk) at a point in time during an MCPTT call.
MCPTT Application: The MCPTT client software running on a MCPTT UE.
MCPTT Group: A defined set of MCPTT Users identified independently of transport or network type.
MCPTT UE: A UE that enables an MCPTT User to participate in MCPTT Service.
MCPTT User: A user of an MCPTT Service, who has a device with the capability to participate in MCPTT Services.
Off-Network MCPTT Service: The collection of functions and capabilities required to provide MCPTT using ProSe Discovery and the ProSe Communication path for MCPTT Users using Public Safety ProSe-enabled Ues as a direct communication between Ues using E-UTRA.
Private Call: A call between a pair of MCPTT Users using the MCPTT Service with or without MCPTT Floor control.
Selected MCPTT Group: The MCPTT Group that a particular Affiliated MCPTT Group Member uses for transmission.
User ID: The main unique identifier for an MCPTT User.

MCPTT User ID. This is used to identify the MCPTT User within the MCPTT system. As discussed in Section 4.7 of TS 22.179 [aa], this may be a true identifier or an alias.
-
MCPTT Group ID. This is used to identify the MCPTT Group within the MCPTT system. As discussed in Section 4.7 of TS 22.179, this may be a true identifier or an alias.
-
List of MCPTT User IDs within a specific MCPTT Group (Group Membership).
-
MCPTT User location. Specifically, locations that may be transmitted by a user (c.f. TS 22.179, Section 6.12, 7.9)
-
User Key material. This includes all key material specific to a user. For example, this may include key material used to authenticate a user to the MCPTT system, or to protect private calls made by the user.

Group Key material. This includes all key material used to protect group communications.

-
MCPTT Application signalling, including session setup.

-
MCPTT Application Floor control.

MCPTT User Traffic during a Group Call.
